PARIS, FRANCE—-“Tis a far,
far better sleep I go to than I
have ever known,” said one of
the characters in last night's
opening fiasco called “The
Reign Of Terror”. He couldn’t
have been more right! I was
snoring after twenty minutes.
Oh, Max Robespierre’s spec-
tacular “happening”, which
dazzled Parisians at simul-
taneous premieres all over the
City of Light, had enough gory
action (performed by a cast of
thousands) to sustain it, but
the lack of dialogue left much
to be desired. With the excep-
tion of a few stirring moments
in which Noblemen delivered

curtain speeches from the
stark, simple stage (Kudos to
Dr. Guillotine, who designed
the sets!), this introduction to
“Theatre-In-The-Round” im-
pressed me little.

And I'm afraid that the
Opening Night audience
shared my feelings. A quiet
stupor prevailed most of the
evening, interrupted only by
an occasional outburst of gig-
gles from a Theatre Party of
gleeful old ladies who con-
tinued to knit throughout the
performance.
