DIES IN COLOMBIA

Juan Valdez, a Colombian
coffee worker, collapsed and
died today while picking
beans. He was 41, though
years of working in the fields
made him look much older.

“The plantation owners
worked him fourteen hours
a day, seven days a week
under a blazing sun,” said a
co-worker, who refused to
give his name out of fear of
losing his job.

It is believed that Valdez,
who was paid eleven dollars

a month, required at least
twenty cups of coffee per
day to stay awake and keep
pace on the job. This diet led
to coffee nerves, then to
“caffeine frenzy,” a common
killer among Colombian
coffee workers.

In recent years, Valdez was
forced to keep up with the
demand for more exotic
coffees, such as Mocha
Valencia, Espresso Con
Panna and Narino Supremo.
These added pressures led to

his collapse and death.

Valdez is survived by his
donkey, Pablo, his wife,
Maria and fourteen chil-
dren, all of whom share a
one-room dirt-floor hut. He
was the grandson of the late
El Exigente, who died under
similar conditions several
years ago.
