While never doubting the inherent artistic talent and ability of
the Romila/Mooney colerie of Marvel arlists, | had failed to
nofice Mr. Romita's flair for imaginative (perhaps even inspired)
execution or presentation of this basic ability for drawing until
the current (*83) issue of SPIDER-MAN. While not going so far
as to indulge in the avant-gards layouts, experimental (dialogue-
less) pacing, and psychedelic eye-slamming techniques of the
Steranko/Adams school of arfists, Mr. Romita has consistently
embued sach page (often each panel) of this month’s SPIDER-
MAN with- some of the most creative and innovalive points-of-
view and perspectives | have ever noficed ina “straight’” comic
steip to dote. And, since SPIDERMAN is best suited to this
“straight” form of visual norration, Mr. Romita has undeniably
produced o near-perfect example of the less flamboyant art style.
His choice of angled aerial points-of-view depicting Spider-Man
swinging through the air and clinging 1o the sides of buildings
could not have been befter conceived or executed. They pro-
duced a stariling effect upon me; | actually received a genuine
sense of heighl-vertigo from the unbalanced angles | was faced
with in these sequences. Coupled with the effectiveness of these
aerial POVs was poge 14's excellent segment of arfistically-
complex narration, It is fittle touches like this (Spider-Man's clever
ruse of breaking one window, then crashing through the one
opposite while the heavies’ aitentions were diverted), which in-
ject a boost of that often sadly lacking quality, reolism, into the
comic strip. A writer's (artisl's?) ability to place himself in the
fantestic position of a superhero and logically speculate vpon
what his next actions would be in such an abnormal situatien is
an enviable one.

The last major point In this abbreviated discussion of Mr.
‘Romita’s -artwork {I know you hate long letters) concerns the
delailed conlinuity he ochieves from one panel fo another. Mr.
Romita, proise fo him, was painfully consistent in his pesitioning
of characters in conseculive panels, regordless of the numper of
perspective and point-of-view changescontained in each sequence.
Far foo many comic artists tend lo become sloppy where this is
concerned, positioning a character fo the right side of some ob-
ject in two conseculive panels even though the first panel is a
front view and the second drawn from behind, Of course, this is
an overly simplified example and Romita exhibited a number of
far more complicated sequences, complete with angle POV
changes and perspective-altering close- and long-shots.

Regording your new innovalion af dropping the previous use
of unbroken strings of exclamation points, | request that you con-
finue the practice. After reading obout the proposed change in
a “Bullpen Memo" | honestly didn't expect to nofice the differ-
ence when it eventually went into effect. However, this first issue
of its use demonstrated How effective the change ceally is. Sen-

tences which actually require the exclamatory designation become-

emphasized far more when they follow previous “perioded”
sentences.
