But you still have to answer
for-that cover! Come on, now. You've been delaying this thing
toolong now. Let Peter tell his secret to someone, anyone. Just
do it, and do it soon. This business of dragging it out, and teasing
your readers with things like the cover of #87 is annoying. And
.3s to who Petey should tell his secret to, | still maintain as | did
several months ago when | wrote you suggesting it that it should
be J. Jonah Jameson, for the reasons | stated then.

This one cover reveals two aspects of John's artwork — an
occasional tendency to border very slightly on the cartoonish,
and a great talent for drawing realistic people, especially females,
which probably comes from his eight years straight work doing
romance books. In this aspect his work bears a real similarity
to Leonard Starr’s. It would be interesting — albeit impossible —
to see how John would do On Stage, and how Leonard would do
on SPIDER-MAN! Still regarding John's work, he surely has
improved overall and greatly broadened the field of subjects he
can do well since he started out. Just compare those 1950's Cap
stories with today’s SPIDER-MAN. It just goes to show, | guess,
that a mature artist (one who has worked long to refine his
craftsmanship) is the best artist, no matter what his style. it took
a long time for Jack Kirby to earn the title of “King.” But there
is one area in which John is not as good as some people would like,
and that’s in his interpretation of old SPIDER-MAN characters
_which were typical “'Ditko-style” characters. John’s abilities to
draw certain kinds of characters is better than Steve's (like Betty
Brant), but his versions of the Vulture, Kraven the Hunter, and
JuJ.). just aren’t the same.

I was glad to see Doc Ock's appearance in #88 was only a
prefude to a greater story, both because the good doctor deserves
‘a continued story and because this prelude technique (mystery-
“shrouded) is appropriate for a villain who's been away for so long.
