STAN LEE'S SOAPBOX

Lately, more and more people have
been discussing the relevancy of
<omics. Whenever the conversaticn
arises, comic-books are inevitably
compared to movies, plays, and TV
shows, and those of us involved in
the scripting of a comic are usually
asked how our efforts compare to
the creation of a scenario for stage,
.screen, or television. Since there's
so much interest in the subject, I'd
like to attempt to illuminate it a bit,
though my premise may surprise
Yyou. Actually, writing a viable comic-
book story is probably more difficult
than writing a script for any other
medium! Why? Well, think about it
a bit. Though the comic-book script
requires the same attention to char-
acterization, the same realistic dia-
logue, and the same dramatic liter-
ary structure as any other type of
scenario, only the comic-book writer
must contend with the torturcus lim-
itation of space! Only the comic
book scripter must capsulize, in a
few brief dialogue balloons, ‘the
same premise that an author in any
other medium may take page after
page to expand upon. Yet, the comic-
book writer, limited fo a few words
per dialogue balloon, must give his
reader the same reading satisfac-
tion.” mental stimulation, and cul-
tural -fulfillment as any other prac-
titioner of the literary arts. And so
far we've only discussed the script-
writing — we haven't even touched
upon the inimitable artwork. An anal-
ysis of some of the important facets
of comic-book illustration will follow
in a future soapbox — as soon as
we can figure aut what they are.
