And what happens when your letters column,
checklist, and Bullpen Bulletins return—back to 19 pages? |
think you had the best idea in your November issuewhen you
gave us 34-35 page stories for 25 cents. | suppose this practice
was non-lucrative, however, since it has been discontinued. But
please, people, if yol're going to charge us more, at least give us
a little something more in return. (And don't cop out by saying
you're giving us more quality—your quality is quite good, but no
better than before the recent price fluctuations. )
