#106, John Romita took over the art from Gil Kane, giv-
ing everybody the chance to do some comparisons —
and did they ever take the chance! In 109, we printed

erences — and now we present some outpourings on the
cutgourings.

Gentlemen:

A thousand and one thanks for returning SPIDER-
MAN to its normal heights of greatness, Issues 105
through 108 have erased maost of the damage caused by
your mad Thomas-Kane experiment. 109 was another,
classic. Aithough ‘issue 109 was deserving of much
praise, congratulatory remarks are not the primary basis
behind this letter. Readers of SPIDER-MAN have come
to expect classics with Stan Lee and Johnny Romita at
the hefm. Some of the recently printed letters, however,
have been surprising enough to warrant special attention.

It is totally inconceivable that anyone could find either
Thomas' inane scripting (in this instance; Thomas is
fine on CONAN) or Kan~'s inferior artwork preferable to
the incomparable team of Lee and Romita. Romita's
artwork is truly artwork., Romita draws realistically and
not with the exaggerated ghastliness so.characteéristic
of many comic-book artists. For this he has to be con-
sidered a part of the upper echelon of artists in the
comic magazine media. In addition, Stan Lee has been
almost entirely responsible for making comic magazines
a legitimate art form and something more than fantasy
for children.

SPIDER-MAN has been Lee's best used vehicle for
the promotion of that noble cause. The recent criticism
is unjustified. Those readers who still remain loyal to
comical comic books, however, are very determined to
maintain them and their attack on quality has been
vicious. The trend away from those simply drawn, simply
written “‘escapades into the fantastic'* should prove that
once dominant style is-now obsolete and no longer de-
sired by the majarity of readers. The fact that two of the
pro-Thomas letters were submitted by the same individ-
ual serves to illustrate that the supporters of that de-
funct style are an extremely vocal but minute segment.

The audacity in saying SPIDER-MAN is dying when
Thomas and Kane had him buried for four forgetful is-
sues of idiocy is indescribable, Thomas brings us vam-
pires while Lee gives us the first comic magazine to
deal with drug abuse. To paraphrase — Vampires! My
God, Roy, no! Vampires and creatures called Gog belong
in CREATURES ON THE LOOSE,not in a major title with
the prestige Lee has built into SPIDER-MAN.

Tim Powers' letter summed up the true consensus of
opinion held by Spider-Man’s real fans. This letter
merely restates the facts with the hope that Lee and
Romita will be allowed to continue supplying the top
quality effort exhibited by SPIDER-MAN from debut to
