Dear Stanand John,

You are about to destroy a friendship. | have been
reading SPIDER-MAN nearly all my life. Though | can
no longer remember the year, | do know that | have
been reading Spidey since his'debut in AMAZING ADULT
FANTASY. At the time, | was in the fourth grade (like
most American children my life is measured in terms of
school years — September to June, the summer being
a whole separate calendar—and rarely in terms of
actual years), and AAF was the first Marvel Comic |
had ever bought. -

| am now in college, so | have indeed grown, de-
veloped, and matured with Peter Parker. There was a
time when | knew-and understood his problems. They
were well-conceived, obviously the motivations of a
teenager trying to find his way in a world which paid
homage to the athlete and made a joke of the book-
WORM. Peter was-unusually mature for his age, partly
due to his intellect, and partly due to his role as an
outcast. It is always, it seems, the unwanted, in our
society who are the first to learn compassion, under-
standing, and the quiet inner strength which allows
them to stand up to the agony of being laughed at.

Peter's problems at this time were, as I've said,
infinitely believable. He was groping for an understand-
ing of himself and others. This is hard and painful, but
must be endured by us all. | loved Spidey then, I
learned much from him. |, myself, was. burdened with
many of Spidey's identity problems, though | was an
athlete, and not a student, I-had my share of tribulations
in trying to attain a sense of self (finding my place in
the scheme of things, overcoming inferiority problems
brought about by the feeling that | was the ugliest kid
on earth —childhood things, outgrown in time.) So |
grew with Peter.

Now I've just finished SPIDEY =110, partially pleased,
partially distraught. Your handling of Aunt May is to be
commended. | have been hoping for a long time that
someone would say the things that needed to be said
— it seems right that Gwen should be the one to say
them. It is also right that, though trying hard to accept
and survive these things, Aunt May has overreacted and
‘made the ultimate self-sacrifice — getting out of Peter’s
life, as she apparently has. This is tragic, an all-out
effort must be made by Peter and Gwen to bring her
back; she must be made to see that though she can no
longer piay nursemaid for a grown man, she is still
deeply loved and needed, If Peter and Gwen love her,
as I'm sure they do, this must be accomplished.

But you are faced with a greater problem. Peter and
Gwen. it just isn't believable anymore. | believe you are
making one mistake. You are forgetting that this is no
longer the completely adolescent Peter, he is no longer
totally lacking in self-confidence as he was as a school:
boy. He has grown; many of the earlier feelings of
inadequacy are no longer a part of him now. He has
friends, he has the upper hand with JJJ, he has Gwendy's
love. Why do you insist on making us believe that he
cannot believe he is capable of being loved? He is far
more mature thar he once was, though he hasn’t quite
made it all the way. He hasn’t solved all his problems;
which of us has?

Again Peter reminds. me of myself, | too, am just
beginning to find my way to the light. | have found a
girl (much like Gwen—beautiful, blond, wonderful,
loving, caring) and though she is not yet in love with
me, if she ever is and tells me so, 1 will believe her. Why
can't Peter? It would be understandable if he did, but
still was somewhat insecure —old habits die slowly, do

they not? A rival such as Flash Thompson would scare
the hell out of me too. But Peter has gone into an all-out
panic— he has completely forgotten that Gwen loves
him, and is sure that she is continually in Flash's arms.
Doesn't he trust her at all? Has he not the slightest
shred of faith in her? | think he must, else he could not
love her. No, | take that back, he might still love her,
but if he thought she was the kind to lead the sort of
double life that would allow her to play with his affec-
tions, while holding Secret meetings with Flash, he
could not possibly like her, Anxiety over Flash’s inten-
tions, yes; total panic and lack of faith in Gwen, NO!
| spoke at the onset of a destroyed friendship. Spidey
and | have grown as one for many years. Now, for the
first time, 1 find myself annoyed, aggravated, and,
indeed, frustrated by the irrational, illogical, and in-
human way Peter is acting. He has grown up since his
early years; dop't let him back up now.
Sincerely, and with great respect
for all the work you've done through the years.

And you will, Jeff, because no letter we've received
on Spidey in quite a while has reached us the way yours
has. So we sat down with Johnny Romita and let him
tell us his feelings on your comments:

when Johnny took over artistic responsibility for
Peter Parker several years ago, he and Stan tried to
plan the direction they wanted the magazine to go in—
and cametoa uniqu'e conclusion: Peter is too real, after
years of existence, to be manipulated by behind-the-
scenes artists and writers. Johnny says, “Gerry and |
have almost nothing to do with what happens in the
book any more. Pete’s life grows by itself, like Topsy.
We just ask ourselves what he would do if the past has
occurred as presented; infact,after several instances of
working out situations for Pete to get into, we had to
decide that Pete, as we know him, would never really
get into them.” )

You see, Pete is a real person to Johnny and Gerry.
There is nobody sitting around saying “Let's mess up
Pete and Gwendy, 'cause we haven't done that number
for a while.”” No, if Pete fouis up, it's because he's still
basically a foul-up, no matter how cool he'd like to
believe he is. Sure, he's grown since his early days, but,
like anybody, his self-image and his reality are not
necessarily the same.

But it’s his growth and change that's really impor-
tant here, since that, we feel, is what has disturbed you.
Everybody's had experiences where they got together
with somebody they knew earlier in their life, and found
that this person had changed from the way they remem-
bered him, because he had been living in different
places, doing different things, mingling with different
people — and so reacting differently to the same events.
Perhaps Peter Parker and Jeff Berlin have grown up
differently from the same beginnings; that's what
happens to real people; that's what makes life with all
its varied people interesting.

Obviously, you feel, as we do, that Pete is a real
person, and as he gropes his way through life like all of
us, we hope you’ll keep watching. Maybe his successes
and failures can still teach you a thing or two.
