SPIDER-MAN A#152 was hardly earth-shattering, but it was
solid nevertheless. None of the scenes struck me as being the
hyper-intense “How am | ever gonna get out of this one?!” kind.
Spidey’s opening fight-for-life sequence seemed somewhat
commonplace, as comic death-traps go, though the escape was
logical enough. Actually, the entire plot was more or less
trivial. The Shocker wasn't that much of a menace, and he was
defeated with comparatively little effort. (New York’s financial
situation being what it is, a grand-scale blackout might not
be all that bad. At least we wouldn’t have to pay our electric
bills!)

This issue’s interest, for me, lay in characterization and the
interaction thereof.

Oh no, don't tell me that MJ is going to
pull a “Gwen" every time Peter cuts out to fight a baddie!
