The two-part Kingpin story which conciuded in SPIDER-MAN
#164 was the finest tale to appear in the book this year. It had |
a little of everything: action, suspense, character development,
and a race- agamst time finale that contained enough tension to
fill two more issues.

Speaking of that finale, Ross Andru’s trip to the Brooklyn
Navy Yards really paid off. His authentic depicting of this
locale enhanced the second half of the story more than any other
single” factor. If other artists would take the initiative the way
Ross did, then atmosphere, a vital part of any comics adventure,
could not help but benefit.

Scriptwise, Len Wein made a strong showing with “Deadline.”
The Kingpin was perfectly portrayed as a cruel Godfather type
who demands loyalty from his offspring no matter what
murderous acts he commits.
